COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course aims to introduce the student to the most
important contracts transferring ownership, which are the
contract of sale and the contract of gift. It includes: studying
the contract of sale in terms of: its composition, its conditions,
the distinction between price, value, and the thing sold, and
explaining the provisions related to them, and in terms of
explaining the provisions of both invalid and corrupt sales and
their types.

0501713 Contemporary jurisprudential issues

This course aims to introduce the student to contemporary
jurisprudential issues and their provisions in Islamic law, by
giving an introductory introduction to how to deal with
contemporary issues and calamities, then studying these
issues in detail, and focusing on the following issues: test-tube
babies and sperm banks, organ transplantation, and
developments in organ transplantation. (Transplantation of
organs that were removed by punishment or retaliation),
cloning, Islamic art, and its contemporary instruments, what is
valid and what is not, modern methods of slaughter, plastic
surgery, and care must be taken in the issues presented not to
overlap with issues of banking financial transactions.

.0501703 Research methods and sources of studies in
jurisprudence and its principles

This course aims to provide the student with the ability to
prepare studies and research on jurisprudence and
fundamentalism, by introducing him to the methods of scientific
research in jurisprudence and its principles. This is through
identifying the principles of writing scientific research in the
forensic sciences, the rules of verifying Islamic manuscripts, and
explaining the methods of research in jurisprudence among the
jurisprudential schools of thought. And the efforts made to refine
and revise the doctrines. He presented research methods in the
principles of jurisprudence through a detailed study of the
methods of the fundamentalists in codifying the science of
jurisprudence, and the books that refer to each method.

0501712 Studies in zakat and its contemporary developments
This course aims to study the obligation of zakat, as it includes an
explanation of the meaning of zakat, its ruling, its conditions, and
to whom zakat is disbursed. It also includes a study of
developments in funds on which zakat is due, such as zakat on
stocks and bonds, zakat on exploited women, zakat on wages and
salaries, zakat on end-of-service benefits and salary. Pension, and
developments in zakat disbursement, and it is presented in terms
of determining who is poor and needy in light of the data of the
times, and it is disbursed for the sake of God, and those working
on it (management of zakat funds). Studying the tax in terms of
its reality, the conditions that must be taken into account in
taxes, and whether taxes replace zakat.

This course aims to introduce the student to the subject of truth
as it is the major basis for the topics of Islamic jurisprudence and
its various issues. It includes a study of the right in terms of: its
concept linguistically and terminologically, its connection to the
theory of arbitrariness, and the difference between it and other
terms such as freedom, permissibility, license, and duty. And the
study of the right in terms of explaining its various divisions, its
sources, its restrictions, and explaining the reasons for its
termination, which are: performance, cancellation, release, and
expiration.

This course aims to introduce the student to the
political approach in Islam by explaining the
definition of the state and its pillars, explaining
the legal personality of the state, and then
explaining the constitutional principles in the
Islamic state, which are: sovereignty, authority,
Shura, public rights and freedoms for Muslims
and non-Muslims. Studying the constitutional
institutions and administrative divisions in the
state.
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COURSE DESCRIPTION

0501720 Textual studies in comparative jurisprudence
This course aims to connect the student with the
books of the jurisprudential heritage in terms of
analyzing the jurisprudential text, and to create the
student’s cognitive ability to read the jurisprudential
text and comprehend it. It also includes a brief
definition of the causes of disagreement between the
imams, along with providing applied examples of
them. Then the teacher chooses the subject from some
books on comparative jurisprudence. Approved
jurisprudential texts on acts of worship such as prayer
and Hajj, and on transactions such as endowments and
mortgages, and students are required to study and
analyze them.
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COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course aims to enlighten the student on the most important
contemporary issues related to the Muslim family, and to
demonstrate the ability of Islamic law to find solutions to them. It
includes studying the following topics:

First: Topics related to the marriage contract: medical
examination before marriage, contracting the marriage using
modern means of communication, contemporary marriage:
misyar marriage, customary marriage, temporary marriage,
modern infectious diseases and their impact on the marriage
contract.

Second: Topics related to children: birth control and planning,
test-tube babies, abortion, proving parentage by modern means,
infectious diseases and their impact on the custody of children.
Third: Topics related to women: contemporary clothing and the
veil, women’s work and its impact on their marital rights, proving
virginity.
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
