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Courses Description
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The course is about working on realistic task by
developing communication strategies needed to
meet the academic and professional requirements
in engineering. The course introduces the
students to the technical terms used in various
engineering disciplines. In addition, it enables the
students to fundamentally understand and
practice communication skills such as formal
writing and face-to-face interactions. The
following topics are covered: academic writing
(Writing a repot, writing an essay, and
referencing), CV and cover letter, effective
presentation (Oral and poster, presentation), job
interview, tendering, and tender evaluation for
engineering equipment.
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
