B. Course description This course provides nursing students with an opportunity to acquire the knowledge, skills and principles required to manage a wide variety of natural and man-made disasters and major incident situations including natural disasters, acts of terrorism, and acts of war, with a strong emphasis on the role of nurses during the time of disaster. Disaster planning and emergency preparedness, resources and policies of emergency and disaster utilization, principles of disaster nursing and care of patients with trauma, and principles of evacuation, first aid and triage are included in order to meet the emotional, social and spiritual needs of victims who have been affected by a disaster. Critical thinking abilities as well as, analysis of actual or virtual disaster scenarios, WHO curriculum of emergency and disaster, and site visits will be utilized to enrich the learning experiences of the students.

1. Identify several types of disasters and differentiate between emergency and disasters.

2. Familiarize yourself with the nurses, nursing administrators, faculty, and

6. Utilize principles of triage in emergency situations.
